They  
                                         do not labor or spin. 29Yet I tell you that not even Solomon in all his splendor was dressed  
                                         like one of these. 30If that is how God clothes the grass of the field, which is here today and  
                                         tomorrow is thrown into the fire, will he not much more clothe you, O you of little faith? 31So 
do not worry, saying, 'What shall we eat?' or 'What shall we drink?' or 'What shall we wear?' 32For the pagans run 
after all these things, and your heavenly Father knows that you need them. 33But seek first his kingdom and his 
righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well. 34Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for 
tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has enough trouble of its own.”

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                 The Bible contains hundreds of prophecies.  
This shows that the God Who inspired the scriptures is 
not limited to time.  Now not every prophecy has been 
fulfilled yet, but not a single prophecy has ever been 
wrong.  And these are specific!  Most people think of 
Nostradamus when they think of prophecies.  Some of his 
prophecies were so vague, they could be interpreted many 
different ways.  But how many ways can you interpret 
Isaiah 53:7-9:   
     “He was oppressed and afflicted, yet he did not open 
his mouth;  he was led like a lamb to the slaughter, and 
as a sheep before her shearers is silent, so he did not 
open his mouth.  
     By oppression and judgment he was taken away. And 
who can speak of his descendants? For he was cut off 
from the land of the living;  for the transgression of my 
people he was stricken. 
     He was assigned a grave with the wicked, and with the 
rich in his death,  though he had done no violence, nor 
was any deceit in his mouth.” 
  And this was written 700 years before Jesus was even 
born! 
     The Bible is consistent and historically accurate.  The  
Bible tells us what will happen and then it happens.  It 
has never prophesied incorrectly.  You would have to 
have more faith to NOT believe than to believe.  
So if we accept God’s word and we believe that Jesus is 
the way to eternal life, why do we have such a hard time 
believing in everything else the Bible promises?  
Promises of healing.  Promises of prosperity.  Promises of 
blessings. 
     It says in Isaiah 53:  “By Jesus’ stripes we are 
healed.”  It does not say we will be healed but that we 
are! 
If you go to the doctor and get a negative report about a 
dislocated shoulder (I’m not saying to forgo all doctors 
because God has blessed people to become doctors and 
He can use them to heal us as well as He can 
supernaturally), tell him, “Thank you very much but I’m 
going to get a second opinion.”  Then go to the Word and 
see what It says. Doctors can diagnose but they cannot 
prophesy.   Take your Gos-pill.   
For Healing: 
   Isaiah 53:5 – By His stripes, we are healed. 
   Matthew 15:27 – Jesus healed them all. 
   Matthew 12:15 – Jesus healed all the sick among them. 
 
Jesus is the same today as He was when He walked the 
earth, and if He healed them all then, we are also all 
healed now by having Jesus in us! 
For prosperity: 
Proverbs 13:22 – The wealth of the wicked is stored up 
for the just. 
Deuteronomy 6 – I will give you—a land with large, 
flourishing cities you did not build, 11 houses filled with 
all kinds of good things you did not provide, wells you did 
not dig, and vineyards and olive groves you did not plant. 
   

God wants us to prosper.  It is not money that is evil but it is the 
LOVE of money (1 Timothy 6:10) 
For blessings: 
   Malachi 3:10 – I will pour out so much blessing that you will 
not have room enough for it. 
   Romans 8:17 – And since we are the children then we are 
heirs—heirs of God and co-heirs with Christ. 
     And why does God want us to have health and prosperity and 
blessings?  So we may glorify Him and do His work.  If you are 
home in bed sick, how many people can you witness to?  If you 
are blessed financially, think of how many people you can then 
bless yourself.  You are blessed to be a blessing! 
     But those aren’t the only reasons.  God does it because He 
loves us.  He loves me!  He loves you!  God loves you so much 
He has your picture on His refrigerator door.  And it just isn’t held 
up there with a magnet.  He has it glued up there with God glue so 
that it will never slide off! 
     The church needs to grab hold of these blessings!  Did you 
know that when Jesus returns, He’s coming back for a glorious 
church? (Ephesians 5:27) 
 Romans 11:25-27 says “I do not want you to be ignorant of this 
mystery, brothers, so that you may not be conceited: Israel has 
experienced a hardening in part until the full number of the 
Gentiles has come in. And so all Israel will be saved, as it is 
written: ‘The deliverer will come from Zion;  he will turn 
godlessness away from Jacob.’  And this is my covenant with them  
when I take away their sins.”   
     When Israel starts to see the blessings the Gentiles have, it will 
provoke them to turn from their ungodliness.  And God will be 
glorified! 
     Jesus will return for His glorious church and then for seven years 
satan will have his way in the world.  This will occur during the 
tribulation.  Have you heard that history repeats itself?  All the way back 
in Genesis 41 Joseph interpreted Pharaoh’s dreams.  Then Pharaoh 
said to Joseph, "In my dream I was standing on the bank of the 
Nile, when out of the river there came up seven cows, fat and 
sleek, and they grazed among the reeds. After them, seven other 
cows came up—scrawny and very ugly and lean. I had never seen 
such ugly cows in all the land of Egypt. The lean, ugly cows ate up 
the seven fat cows that came up first. But even after they ate them, 
no one could tell that they had done so; they looked just as ugly as 
before. Then I woke up.  "In my dreams I also saw seven heads of 
grain, full and good, growing on a single stalk. After them, seven 
other heads sprouted—withered and thin and scorched by the east 
wind. The thin heads of grain swallowed up the seven good heads. 
Those were dreams about 7 years of prosperity and 7 years of 
famine.  Do you believe there is going to be famine during the 7 
years of tribulation? You bet! 
 I believe that history will repeat itself.  I believe there will 
be 7 years of prosperity.  I believe Jesus will return for His people 
and I believe there will be 7 years of famine and tribulation. 
 I know I’ve jumped around to a lot of different subjects so 
let me just highlight some things. 

·  The Bible is God’s Word. 
·  Jesus is THE way, THE truth, and THE life. 
·  God wants us to be healed and blessed and to prosper. 
·  God loves you! 
·  Jesus is coming back for his glorious church!
