 3.  Make Christ the priority. 
 
     God made sure I had time to practice songs.  He 
provided me with a host of musical mentors and even an 
Aaron to my Moses (Thanks Joe!).  When the music 
didn’t go as I wanted, I realized it was because of the ‘I 
wanted’ portion.  When I played the music for Him, it 
was perfect.

     2 Timothy 1:7 says:  “For God did not give us a 
spirit of timidity, but a spirit of power, of love and of 
self-discipline.” 
 
     He has made us more than conquerors.  (Romans
