     There is power, power, wonder-working 
power in the Blood, of the Lamb.  You’ve heard that 
song, right?  There’s also life in the Blood.  Just ask 
anyone who has ever been on the receiving end of a 
blood transfusion.   

 Back before all of the blood-related diseases, 
there used to be a thing called blood brothers.  You can 
see it in old Westerns like The Outlaw Josey Wales.  
Josey met with the Indians in the area he and a family 
wished to live in the old-time west.  Josey wanted to live 
in peace with the Indians and when he met with the 
tribal leader, they each cut their palm with a knife and 
then clasped hands, thereby mixing their blood and 
becoming blood brothers.  Blood had the power to create 
a bond where two groups of people could live in peace. 
 

And we can see the power of blood in the Old 
Testament.  In Exodus, Chapter 12, God spoke to 
Moses and Aaron and told them that households should 
take a lamb, a lamb without blemish, and take its blood 
and put in on the two side posts and upper door post of 
their houses.

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Luke 5:20 “And when He saw their faith, He said unto them, “Man, thy sins are forgiven thee.”  Forgiven.

     And when God saw the blood on the posts, He would 
make the death angel pass over them and not permit the 
death angel to smite them as it went through and killed 
all of the firstborn of those not covered by the blood. 

       And in Leviticus, Chapter 17, we see where the 
blood of sacrifices was sprinkled on altars dedicated to 
God.  And it is in verse 11 that we hear:  “For the life of 
the flesh is in the blood:  and I have given it to you 
upon the altar to make an atonement for your souls:  
for it is the blood that maketh an atonement for the 
soul.  Therefore I said unto the children of Israel, none 
of you shall eat blood, neither shall any stranger that 
sojourneth among you eat blood.” 

“Did His blood drip down and  nourish 
those olive trees?” 

      So what do you think the disciples thought when 
Jesus said, “Eat my flesh and drink my blood?”  John 
6:56 says: “Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I 
say unto you, except ye eat the flesh of the Son of Man, 
and drink His blood, ye have no life in you.  Whoso 
eateth My flesh, and drinketh My Blood, hath eternal life; 
and I will raise him up at the last day.” 

     This was a whole new way of thinking about the 
blood.  Of course, Jesus didn’t mean for the disciples to 
literally eat His flesh or drink His blood.  He was saying 
that His life had to become their own; that there is power 
in His blood.  That through Christ, we can have eternal 
life.  We can be forgiven.  We can be saved!  And this 
word saved also means:  salvation, wholeness, 
prosperity, deliverance, safety, and healing.  Christ died 
for us and His Blood provides us with each one of these 
definitions when we have Jesus as our savior.  Saved: 
salvation, wholeness, prosperity, deliverance, safety and 
healing! 

     When we accept Jesus, and how do we do that?  
Romans 10:9 says:  “If you confess with your mouth 
that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God 
raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.”  And it 
goes on to say that whoever trusts in Him will not be 
disappointed. 

When we accept Jesus as Lord, we receive a spiritual 
blood transfusion!  We are transformed! We receive 
that pure, unblemished Blood; Blood that is unstained 
by sin. 
 
 When a baby is born, the women’s blood never 
enters the fetus.  That’s why there is life in the blood.  
The blood comes in from the man and life is created.  
Now the child may have the blood type of the mother 
due to the DNA in the egg, but the blood is provided 
by the man. 
 
 Mary knew no man when Jesus was conceived.  
In Luke 2, the angel Gabriel comes to Mary and tells 
her, “The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the 
power of the Highest shall overshadow thee; therefore 
also that holy thing which shall be born of thee shall 
be called the Son of God.” Jesus’ Father is God, and 
that’s why the Blood of Jesus is so powerful!  It is 
unstained, unblemished by the sin passed through each 
generation from Adam.  Jesus truly had no sin.  He 
was and is innocent! 
 
 If we look back in the Old Testament, we 
remember that it was innocent blood that needed to be 
shed to remove sins.  And Hebrews 9:22 says: “For 
without the shedding of blood, there is no 
forgiveness.”  This is the Lamb of God, who came to 
take away the sins of the world!  And Jesus is also the 
only one that chose to die.  John 10:18 says, and this 
is Jesus speaking: “No one can take my life from me.  I 
lay down my life voluntarily.  For I have the right to 
lay it down when I want to and also the power to take 
it again.”  He would have lived forever.  Well, he does 
live forever, but He could have chosen to live forever 
without going to the cross. 
 

Which leads me to how this particular sharing 
came about.  Last summer, Pastor Doug and Nancy 
(DUMC) traveled to Israel and mentioned that the 
olive trees in Gethsemane were very old and were 
estimated to have been there during Jesus’ life.  It 
made me wonder when Jesus was in the garden 
praying and prayed so fervently that he sweat blood, 
did His blood drip down and nourish those olive trees?  
Did that pure, powerful blood nourish those trees to 
long life?  This is a question God may answer in this 
life or in the next, but I can tell you with certainty that 
we will all live forever when we are nourished by the 
Blood of Jesus when we accept Him as our Savior!

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Although our official name is The Filling Station Overflow Ministries, Inc., most know us 
simply as The Filling Station.  We are a place where you can get filled with coffee and donuts and 
the Holy Spirit! 
 
 We have been involved in a coffee house ministry since 2005 when we first started doing a 
monthly coffee house at the Dumfries United Methodist Church in Dumfries, Virginia.  Our desire 
was to reach out to those that weren’t yet saved and to encourage those that already were.  We used 
music, skits, teachings, testimonies and JOY to do this in a family-friendly and comfortable 
atmosphere. 
 
 The coffee house at DUMC was successful but it was mostly encouraging existing 
Christians.  God laid it on our hearts to take it outside the church.  Eric and Debbie moved to the 
Shenandoah Valley in 2006 after finding a church and a house (in that order!).  A church member 
knew of our desire to take our ministry public and pointed us to Edinburg, Va.  After much prayer 
and a confirmation message during the Kenneth Copeland Victory Campaign, The Filling Station 
was opened on 13 November 2007. 
 
 We had no real idea of how to run a coffee house business.  Only one of us even drank 
coffee!  And at the coffee house at DUMC, everything was done on a volunteer and donation basis.  
We thought we would have to sell items to at least pay for our expenses but we also knew that 
making money was not our primary concern.  We are a ministry first and coffee house second.  
That’s why we keep our costs low.  We want to allow families to come in and be blessed without 
worrying about the cost.  And no one working at The Filling Station gets paid.  In fact, we all tithe 
each month into The Filling Station.  And any money we do receive through sales or donations 
goes back into supporting The Filling Station or other local ministries.  We tithe into our local 
church, Columbia Furnace Church of the Brethren.  We give to Xtreme Ministries: Cross and 
Third.  We support other local needs as they arise and we are partners with Kenneth Copeland 
Ministries. 
 
 So whether you have been coming to The Filling Station since that first week or this is your 
first time, you are a friend of the Filling Station.  We invite you to sit back and relax or jump up 
and join us during open mic.
