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I had no idea two years ago when I decided 

to stop limiting God what kind of stuff He could do 
if I just let Him. Since then I have learned that God 
has given us dominion over the earth (God blessed 
them and told them, “Multiply and fill the earth and 
subdue it. Be masters over the fish and birds and all 
animals. -Genesis 1:28) and when Adam sinned it 
was like taking that authority and saying “here you 
go Satan you hold on to it for a while.” When Jesus 
came He won back that authority. Now all we have 
to do is exercise it! 

When we do not use the authority God has 
given us we are limiting Him. It is astounding the 
numerous ways we limit God without knowing it. 
Saying things like “God might heal me, if it is in His 
will” limits God. He can heal you, He already did! 
(He personally carried away our sins in His Own 
body on the cross so we can be dead to sin and live 
for what is right. You have been healed by His 
wounds. -1 Peter 2:24) You just have to believe it 
too! 
 

     Another common thing I have heard people say 
before is “I need money but it is not like God is going to 
open up the heavens and give me money.”  WRONG! 
(Bring all the tithes into the storehouse so there will be 
enough food in my Temple. If you do,” says the LORD 
Almighty, “I will open the windows of heaven for you. I 
will pour out a blessing so great you won’t have enough 
room to take it in! Try it! Let me prove it to you! – 
Malachi 3:10) He can and He will, if you’re tithing 
(giving a tenth of your income to your church)! We have 
to line up with God’s thoughts! We have to do what the 
Bible tells us to! It is always for our own good. When 
we do not do what the Word tells us to do we limit God, 
but if we do not know the Bible in the first place we will 
not even know when we are limiting God.
