     God worked mightily again this month.  Most recently, a group of us from the Filling Station went to the Guitar 
Center in Fairfax.  We went there mostly to have fellowship and plunk around on the instruments but one of my 
goals was to find recording equipment.  We had been praying for equipment for quite some time and were ready 
for God to bless us.  After several hours of discussion with the salesman at the shop and looking at the different 
types of recording gear and different manufactures, we were ready to make the purchase.  In addition to the 
recorder, we were also interested in a snake.

     But the music was cool!  I 
didn’t know you could have 
electric guitars and drums in 
Christian music.  I had only 
pictured church with a choir 
singing hymns.  I liked the music 
so much that when the church 
decided to have a contemporary 
service playing the same type of 
music and my wife, Shannon, 
wanted to attend, I said yes.   
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Three is a powerful number.  There is the 
Holy Trinity.  Christ died and rose after three days.  
Ecclesiastes 4:12 says that “a 3-fold chord is not 
quickly broken”.  So when you combine giving with 
praying and fasting you have a 3-fold commitment to 
Christ. 

 
     Giving – Give your first fruits and give them 
cheerfully.  Deuteronomy 17:1 says “Never 
sacrifice a sick or defective ox or sheep to the Lord 
your God, for He detests such gifts.”  And 2 
Corinthians 9:7 reminds us that “The Lord loves a 
cheerful giver.”   When we give to God, it shows 
where our heart and our priorities are. 
 
     Praying – Prayer is like our hot-line to God.  
Jeremiah 33:3 says “Call to me and I will answer 
you and teach you great and unsearchable things 
you do not know.”  And Psalm 65:2 says “for You 
answer our prayers”.  Prayer is our weapon against 
satan, for James 5:16 says “The prayers of the 
righteous are a powerful and effective weapon.”  Not 
only can we fight satan this way, but we can activate 
the abundance Jesus spoke about in John 10:10.   

 
 

          “If you stay joined to me and my words remain in 
you, you may ask any request you like and it will be 
granted” says John 15:7.  But, we have to remain in 
Him! 
 
      Fasting – Not eating.  There are several types of 
fasts according to Jentezen Franklin’s book Fasting.  A 
partial fast is giving up a particular food for a period of 
time such as Daniel refusing to eat choice meats and 
sweets from the king’s table.  A normal fast is no food 
(but lots of water!).  And an absolute fast is no food or 
water (usually done for a short time!). 
 
     Fasts are covenants between you and God.  Jesus 
started His ministry after fasting in the desert.  And He 
wouldn’t even have had to come if Eve had fasted in the 
Garden!  “She literally ate them out of house and home,” 
said Franklin.   
 
     When you fast, do it with a spiritual purpose, 
otherwise it’s just a diet.  And don’t make your fast 
obvious.  Make it personal between you and God. 
      
     When you combine your giving, your prayer, and 
your fasting, you will have a great spiritual credit report 
and better communication with God!

I received $120 
worth of equipment for $30!   
      

     We also have a new refrigerator in 
the back.  One of our customers had a 
broken fridge.  We were able to give 
them the shop refrigerator and then get 
another one that same week.  And 
neither cost anyone any money!  God 
makes sure He meets our needs!
