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Test me in this, how cool is that? Have you 
ever had someone say to you, “look it up, google it!” 
or something to that effect? They are telling you to 
check it out. They want you to check it out so that 
you know that what they are saying is absolute, it is 
without a shadow of a doubt. Just like that, the father 
says “Test me in this,” he wants you to have it all, 
and he has no problem giving it to you!

10 shows us that once we were baptized into Christ 
we became a part of him, we became part of the 
body of Christ. Even though we were dead because 
of our sin, Christ came, “because of his great love 
for us, God, who is rich in mercy, made us alive with 
Christ even when we were dead in transgressions.”  
 

You see the father does not care which sins 
you have committed. Jesus tells us in Luke 15:7 “I 
tell you that in the same way there will be more 
rejoicing in heaven over one sinner who repents than 
over ninety-nine righteous persons who do not need 
to repent.” He wants you to repent and turn to him, 
and he will make what was once dead, ALIVE!!!
